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ST. PAUL’S EXPANDS VISION WITH PACE
St. Paul’s Senior Homes & Services has the opportunity to offer

additional innovative services to meet the needs of the older adult

population of San Diego. We will do this by establishing a PACE

(Program for All Inclusive Care for the Elderly) program to serve

frail and medically needy seniors in the surrounding area. The PACE

model’s goal is to maximize each participant’s autonomy, encourage

their continued residence in their own home in the community, and to

provide quality care at lower costs to Medicare, Medicaid, and private-

pay enrollees. For the past three years, St. Paul’s has been trying to

bring a PACE program to San Diego to expand needed services to

medically frail seniors. We do not have the space to do so on our

present campus. There are more than 32,000 seniors in the seven contiguous zip codes surrounding Balboa Park. More than

8,000 of that number are categorized as low-income elderly, and more than 10,000 are older than 80 years of age.

The nationally recognized PACE model was developed by On Lok Health Services in San Francisco 25 years ago, and has

been replicated nationwide. It is now a permanent provider of health care service to the frail elderly under Medicare and allows

states the option to pay for PACE services under Medicaid. Community Eldercare of San Diego (CESD) will be the San Diego

provider of PACE services and programs. CESD is a separately incorporated non-profit corporation, under the auspices of St.

Paul’s Episcopal Home, Inc., and is dedicated to serving seniors in our area who can benefit from these case management

services.

Therefore, the St. Paul’s Home and Foundation Boards have approved conducting a Capital Campaign to purchase property to

house the PACE services. Our goal is to secure three million in cash and pledges, plus two million in planned gifts over a three-

year period. The campaign will be conducted in two phases: in Phase I, we will solicit gifts and pledges based on the vision of

the provision of additional services for the frail elderly of San Diego; Phase II will

begin as soon as we find a particular piece of property for our expansion.

Because of trust and confidence in St. Paul’s to successfully and economically

provide services to seniors, as well as a commitment to the establishment of a

PACE program in San Diego, an anonymous donor has pledged one million

dollars toward this project, conditional upon our raising another two million

dollars in matching gifts.

St. Paul’s remains ready to respond to its original mission of meeting the

physical, emotional and spiritual needs of older people of moderate means by

providing these homes and services at affordable costs. We hope that you will join

with us in this very important expansion of our ministry and services.
