Remember this will not happen over
night, major funding will have to be secured, and many of the
primary initiatives will still need to be worked out. However,
the future is full and bright, and there has never been a more
thrilling time to be part of the St. Paul’s family.

ÒCool Zones Ó were the creation of the San
Diego County Board of Supervisors to help
seniors combat the debilitating effects of
heat. Excessive heat is a medical problem for
the elderly, who may become dehydrated and
suffer complications from medication
retention. The recent hot weather has
i n c r e a s e d  o u r  a w a r e n e s s  o f  t h e  a i r
conditioning/cooling problems that we have
at the St. PaulÕs Villa. St. PaulÕs Villa houses
150 Residents, most of whom live in Assisted
Living accommodations. Our Assisted Living
Residents are more frail and advanced in

age. They do not tolerate the hot or cold weather well.  
At this time we find ourselves in dire need of replacing our

eight air conditioning/heating units for St. PaulÕs Villa. These
units are on the roof and provide the heating and cooling for all
of the common areas, where our Residents spend much of their
time (the hallways, dining areas, the Living Room, Lobby, the
Waterman Ballroom, Library, Activity Room, etc.). They are the
original units, almost 20 years old, and many (3) are being held
in place by the plumbing attached to them. The metal struts
and braces are completely rusted through, as are the baffles and
vents of the machines themselves. We have had an increasing
number of malfunctions, along with an increasing number of
hot and cold extremes due to their inefficiency.

This translates into greatly reduced operational output which
in turn makes the units work over-time, thus causing major
energy usage, not to mention an overall decreased air supply to
our Residents.

The replacement will be very expensive, not only for the units,
but for a large crane to remove the old units and install the new
ones. It is estimated that this project will cost $86,000. We are
adding $10,000 to cover contingencies (such as anticipated roof
work, duct work, etc.), for a total goal of $96,000. With these
new units, it is estimated that our energy savings will be close to
$6,000 a year, depending upon the costs of energy.
